On going and upcoming issues

GIS Com will be planning to offer presentations at the MACURISA Conference. They may include the anatomy of a boundary line and datums. We have always supported MACURISA. We are looking for others from NJSPLS to offer to make technical or paper presentations. 
There is a vacancy in the NJ NGS Advisor position. We will want to have any new advisor be involved with the GIS committee and the NJ Geospatial Forum. I have spoken with the assistant director of NGS on this matter. NJSPLS should draft a formal letter as to the significance of having an advisor to NJ.

ACSM has formed an adhoc committee to prepare a position paper and work together with URISA on the matter of the National (GIS) Cadastre. A preliminary review of the National Academy of Sciences report has been made; more to come.
